MID MIRROR IDENTITY DRAWINGS

is a project aiming to explore the issue of identity through
drawing — where drawing progressively becomes, in its multiple
expressions, a tool for investigation and understanding.

In these mirror-like games of identity. The MID project will involve
students and teachers from eight universities in different
European countries, south and north, from very different
geographical and cultural contexts. Conferences and workshops
are the natural stages for this exchange of experiences where
drawing is performed, witnessing and bringing differences together.

As part of an UNESCO CHAIR (UNITWIN Gestédo das Artes

e da Cultura, Cidades e Criatividade, Escola Superior de Artes
e Design, Portugal Instituto Politécnico de Leiria),

MID is a three part program.

The first part consisted in in workshops taking place in the
students’ own school. Its outcome, an archive of drawings, will
reveal its various identity issues, translated into drawing exercises.

MID'’s second phase, this Simposium, consists on the presentation
and discussion of the Identity issues within the context of the
project. MID’s main goal is to foster the right settings in which,
throughout the use of drawing, young people can develop reflexive
processes about their own experiences of identity along certain
issues: a) BODIES: The self and its image (or the self before itself);
b) SPACES: The self and its spaces (an identity confirmed

or rejected by the space itself); ¢) TEMPORALITY: The self

an its times (confirmed or rejected by time itself);

d) COMMUNITIES: The self and its communities

(self as part of a group).

MID’s third and Ilast stage will consist of the development

of the MID website, as a collaborative construction of an (online)
platform of drawings made by students from the various European
schools and countries involved in the project — and ends

with a book on the outcomes of the project.

Seymour Simmons lll, EA.D. is Professor of Fine Arts emeritus
at Winthrop University, Rock Hill, SC, where he taught art
education and studio art, primarily drawing. Prior to moving
to South Carolina, he taught at the Massachusetts College
of Art and Design and did research on the arts in education
at Harvard Project Zero. His research focuses on drawing
instruction in relation to semiotics, Multiple Intelligences,
cognitive and holistic development, cross-curricular learning,
and the cultivation of creativity and imagination.

Lino Cabezas Gelabert, has a Ph.D. in Fine Arts; currently
he is a professor of the Departamento de Dibujo de la Facultad
de Bellas Artes de la Universidad de Barcelona.

A primeira consiste na construgdo colaborativa de uma plataforma

dos alunos. O seu resultado, um arquivo de desenhos, revelara

as suas varias questdes de identidade, traduzidas em exercicios

de desenho.

A segunda fase do MID consiste na apresentagéo e discusséo

do Arquivo de Identidade no contexto de um Simpdsio

Internacional. O principal objetivo do MID é promover os ambientes
adequados para que, através do uso do desenho, os jovens
possam desenvolver processos reflexivos sobre as suas préprias
experiéncias de identidade em torno de determinadas questdes:
a) CORPOS: O eu e a sua imagem (ou o eu perante si mesmo);

b) ESPACOS: O eu e 0s seus espagos (uma identidade confirmada
ou rejeitada pelo préprio espago); ¢) TEMPORALIDADE: O eu e 0s
seus tempos (confirmados ou rejeitados pelo préprio tempo);

d) COMUNIDADES: O eu e as suas comunidades (o eu como parte

de um grupo).

A terceira e ultima fase do MID consistira no desenvolvimento
do sitio Web do MID, como uma construcdo, colaborativa,

de uma plataforma de desenhos feitos por alunos das varias
escolas europeias e paises envolvidos no projeto — e terminara

com a edicdo de um livro com os resultados do projeto.

Filomena Silvano's, interests, which relate the issues of collective
and individual identities to the study of space, Home, Migration,
Objects and Expressive Culture, and, more recently, Consumption,
Dress, Fashion and the Use of Drawing, have continued over
time and have been the subject of work within the framework
of various research projects and books. She collaborated with
film directors Jodo Pedro Rodrigues and Jodo Rui Guerra da Mata
and did ethnographic research in the atelier of fashion designer
Filipe Faisca.

Paulo Luis Almeida, graduated in Fine Arts — Painting,
in the Faculty of Fine Arts of the University of Porto. He was
Research Fellow of the Foundation for Science and Technology
in 2006, and obtained his PhD from the University of the Basque
Country in Spain in 2009, with a thesis on the interferences
of performance-based methodologies in contemporary picto-
rial practices. Associate Professor at the Faculty of Fine Arts
in the University of Porto and an integrated researcher
in the Research Institute in Art, Design and Society (I2ADS).

Sonia Vespeira de Almeida is an anthropologist and Assistant
Professor in the Department of Anthropology — Universidade
